B. Remove fixture from box. Separate contents of parts bag.

C. Place mounting plate (1) over the junction box (Not included) with the connected
wires tucked inside. Secure to the junction box with two #8-32 screws (2),
making sure the mounting plate (1) is tight up against the wall and the top edge
is perpendicular to the direction/desired mounting look for the fixture

Wiring.

All wiring must take place inside junction box.
