1. Prepare the Site

O Provide a 2-7/8” (73 mm) to 3-1/8” (79 mm) diameter hole in the
wall material for the plaster guard.

O Route a 3/4” mixed water supply line to the transfer valve
location.

O Apply sealant tape to the inlet port threads.
O Connect the water supply to the transfer valve inlet.

O 2-way: If two accessories will be attached to the valve, go to the
“Installation for 2-Way” section.

O 3-way: If three accessories will be attached to the valve, go to the
"Installation for 3-Way” section.

2. Installation for 3-Way

IMPORTANT! Do not remove the internal plug from the valve
body. The plug connects the left and right ports, allowing either to
be used for an additional accessory.

O Install 1/2” copper tubing or piping for all accessories. Securely
fasten the piping and outlet elbows to the framing.

O Install temporary 1/2” nipples in the outlet elbows so that they
extend a minimum of 2” (51 mm) beyond the finished wall.

O Turn on the water supply to the valve. Check for leaks and
proper operation. Once verified, turn off the water.

O Install caps on the temporary bath and shower nipples.

O Turn on the water supply. Check for leaks. Once verified, turn off
the water.

O Complete the finished wall.

3. Installation for 2-Way
IMPORTANT! This valve is not intended to be used as a shut-off
valve. Complete the 2-way conversion before plugging any outlets.

2-Way Conversion
O Temporarily remove the plaster guard.

O Rotate the detent until positioned vertically.

O Verify that the missing tooth is oriented up.

IMPORTANT! If the internal plug is not removed, the finished wall
will need to be removed to perform this step at a later date.

O Using a 1/4” hex wrench, remove and discard the internal plug
from inside the valve body.

O Plug the unused port (left or right) with a 1/2” NPT plug (not
included).

O Using pliers, remove the spacer from the detent.

O Push the detent in, ensuring that the points of the detent engage
with the notches of the valve cartridge.

O Install the spacer between the detent and E-ring.

Install the 2-Way Valve

O Install 1/2” copper tubing or piping for both accessories. Securely
fasten the piping and outlet elbows to the framing.
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Installation for 2-Way (cont.)

O Install temporary 1/2” nipples in the outlet elbows so they extend
a minimum of 2” (51 mm) beyond the finished wall.

IMPORTANT! When testing P29513 operation, water should flow
as follows: Accessory 1, Accessories 1 and 2, Accessory 2. If water
flows as: Accessory 2, Accessory 2, Accessories 1 and 2; you will
need to remove the spacer, rotate the detent 180 degrees, then
reinstall the spacer.

IMPORTANT! When testing K-737 operation, water should flow as
follows: Accessory 1, Accessory 2. Combined functionality will not
work.

NOTE: For P29514 only: When the valve is turned midway
between the two outlet ports, water flow from the ports will reduce
to a trickle.

O Turn on the water supply to the valve. Check for leaks and
proper operation. Once verified, turn off the water.

O Install caps on the temporary bath and shower nipples.
